e Students will research three careers in their recommended cluster(s).

Introduction

Introduce the lesson by talking about how what we like to do and how we act (our
personalities) can often impact what career we decide to pursue. Many options are available,
so we need to do some research and learn about them.

The teacher should display the HirePaths website on a projection screen and show the
students all the resources on the site. The teacher could feature a Cool Careers episode to
launch the lesson and begin the discussion. The students will then complete an interest
inventory and begin their research of three potential careers.
